b. Be certain to select Messiah Lutheran as the recipient

¢.  When you receive your official letter of receipt, enter your
donation as a Non-refundable Credit on your Ohio tax
return and subtract if from what you owe

d. Now file your taxes, sit back and wait for your refund

Owe less than $750 ($1500 joint) in Ohio Taxes,
simply give Messiah School (through LSGO) what you
do owe, then you pay nothing to Ohio.

Last year, your fellow Messiah Church members
transferred their taxes of $37,400 to Messiah School.
